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Parents invited to Feb. 6 presentation on childhood
obesity

On Feb. 6, Dr. Dan Marks, Director of the Oregon Child
Health and Research Center at OHSU, will speak on
children’s nutritional health particularly as it relates to
school issues. The presentation will begin at 6:30 pm
and will be held in the Twality Middle School Commons,
14650 SW 97th Ave. in Tigard.

Dr. Marks will touch on everything from breakfast to
vending machines to chocolate milk. He will explain the
physiological aspects of childhood obesity and the impact
it can have on the rest of the child’s life.
