How can I help?
Fall Pictures/Vision Screening

In the early fall, the PTA has historically provided help on picture day helping students get to and from their picture appointments, helping facilitate the vision screening that occurs on that same day and generally just being available for tasks that arise. October 7th.
Art Literacy

Art Literacy is our only formal art curriculum.  It is run by volunteer coordinators and a team of volunteer classroom presenters.  Over the course of the year classroom presenters learn about five famous artists and then talk to their classroom about that artist and lead them in a hands-on art project exploring the artist’s work.  At the end of the year the program puts on our Art Family Night which includes a huge gallery of our children’s art and many hands-on crafts and activities.  Classroom presenting is approximately a 3 hour per month time commitment and you need not be a classroom presenter to help at Art Family Night.  Check with the Art Literacy table for more information. Classroom presentations are ongoing. Art Night is May 29th.
Rummage Sale
This year we will be holding a rummage sale at our school on Saturday, October 4th.  We will need volunteers to help with sorting items, pricing items, transporting items to the site, setting up the event the Friday before, and working the event on Saturday.  Concurrent with the sale itself we have discussed the idea of selling food and would need help grilling and staffing a food booth. October 4th.
Fall Fundraiser

The fall fundraiser is historically our largest fundraising event.  It is a traditional catalog sale that allows friends and family to order a large variety of fun and useful items from the catalog using a hard copy order form or online. We use volunteers to collect order envelopes from students, process the orders and help physically distribute the orders to the children once the orders come in.
Book Fair

The book fair is the fundraiser that primarily funds our library.  It is held during fall parent/teacher conferences so that when parents are on campus for their conference they can stop by the library and check out the wonderful selection of books that are available.  This year we will be using a fun safari theme for our book fair.  We will need volunteers to help promote the event, set up the books in the library on Wednesday afternoon, work the book fair and pack-up the books on Friday afternoon. October 16th and 17th.
Fall Harvest Family Night

Fall Harvest Family Night is our first “Family Night” of the year.  It is a fun event where families can bring their pumpkins and their own carving tools and carve together with their friends – and no clean-up for mom and dad!  There will also be snacks, crafts and activities to celebrate the season.  We will need volunteers to help with set-up, working the event and clean-up after.  October 24th.
Movie Madness Family Night

Movie Madness Family Night is a new event this year.  It is an opportunity for students and families to hunker down in the gym with their own comfy pillows and blankets and watch a movie together on the big screen. We need volunteers to plan and staff the event. November 14th.
Winter Holiday Family Night 

At Winter Holiday Family Night families gather to participate in one of Tualatin Elementary’s oldest and most cherished traditions – building beautiful and delicious gingerbread houses.  The graham cracker houses and frosting are provided by the PTA. Students just bring their creativity and their friends!  We need volunteers to help plan the event, build the houses, make the frosting, set-up the event, staff any other activities that the event chair decides to include and clean-up after the event. December 12th.
Get Movin’ Family Night

Get Movin’ Family Night is a new event this year designed to promote wellness and healthy lifestyles for our families. Families can participate in a number of fun activities to get them moving their bodies as well as learn about how to promote health and wellness at home.  Volunteers will help plan the event, set up the event, staff the activities and clean up after the event. January 16th.
Bingo Night/Auction

In February the PTA hosts the raucous and exciting Bingo Night and Auction.  Families play fun rounds of bingo and win great prizes.  At the same time, we hold a silent auction of amazing items donated by the community and between bingo games we auction off our most exciting big-ticket items.  It is a fun way to raise money for our school and have a great family night out.  We need volunteers to help procure prizes/auction items, prepare auction items, set up the event, staff the event and clean-up after the event. February 28th.
Casino Trip

The casino trip is a fun tradition in which adults travel together by bus to a nearby casino for fun and games.  Volunteers are needed to plan this event, procure prizes to be given away during the bus ride and act as group liaison at the casino.  This event didn’t happen last year but we would love to bring it back.  It is a great opportunity to raise funds for our school and have a wonderful time doing it! Date TBD.
Talent Show/Spaghetti Dinner

We are excited to announce that for the first time, our Music and PE programs are tentatively planning to have an evening version of the Talent Show in addition to the traditional school day assembly.  The PTA would like to support this effort by hosting a family spaghetti dinner fundraiser for those programs before the talent show.  Our kids are SO talented! We are excited to showcase that talent in this fun way!  We will need volunteers to set-up, cook food, serve food, and clean-up after the event. Date TBD.
Science Fair/Science and Math Family Night

This year we would like to hold a science fair in conjunction with our Science and Math Family Night.  Several weeks before the Family Night event, students will receive the guidelines and directions for entering the Science Fair.  Projects will be judged the night of the event.  The event will also include many activities to promote our students’ scientific curiosity. We will need volunteers to plan the event, help students set up their projects, staff activities the night of the event and clean up after the event. April 23rd.
5th Grade Promotion
Every year we throw a celebration for our 5th graders that are leaving and moving on to middle school.  The form of this celebration has usually taken the form of a picnic trip to a park with fun and games.  The chair of this event has great flexibility in terms of planning – bring your ideas!  Volunteers can help plan the event, set-up and clean-up after the event. June, date TBD.
Fun Run

This is our second fundraiser of the year that involves our students as the primary fundraisers.  Students take flat pledges from family and friends and then run a mile to earn their pledges.  Volunteers help process pledge envelopes from students and work on the day of the event motivating students, handing out water and other doing various tasks that arise. Date TBD.
Carnival

This is a traditional carnival event with lots of food, games and fun, fun, fun!  It is also a HUGE undertaking.  We will need volunteers at every step of the process from planning to working in the booths on the event day.  The carnival will be held in late August as a welcome back to school celebration. Date TBD.
Memory Book

The PTA creates and sells a beautiful memory book for students to remember their year.  The book includes photos of each class as well as photos of all major events and programs.  Volunteers help take pictures throughout the year, work with the program chair to layout individual pages, process orders and deliver books at the end of the year. Ongoing.
Box Tops 4 Education

Box Tops 4 Education is a national program sponsored by a number of manufacturers.  For products that carry the “box tops 4 education” label, consumers clip that portion of the label and turn it in at school.  Each label is worth ten cents or more of free money for our school!  Volunteers promote the program, collect the turned-in box tops, prepare them for submission to the program and submit them periodically. Ongoing.
SCRIP

Like Box Tops 4 Education, SCRIP is a powerful tool that allows our everyday purchases to help our school without costing us anything!  In order to participate in SCRIP individuals purchase gift cards for use at local businesses.  Gift cards are purchased for full face value but the business donates a percentage of the gift card price directly back to our school. Many, many local businesses that people frequent most participate in the program.  Volunteers work with the school program coordinator to promote the program at our school, sell the SCRIP cards and generally manage the program. Ongoing.
Restaurant Nights

Many local restaurants help schools raise funds by donating a portion of sales from a single night or other agreed on time period back to the school. Each month the PTA wants to provide families with an opportunity to raise funds for our school in this way.  Volunteers will work with the program coordinator to promote each month’s opportunity. Ongoing.
Spiritwear

The PTA will be selling Panther Pride apparel.  We will be selling these items online as well as at our Family Nights.  We would love to have them available for sale at least one day a month before and/or after school.  We need volunteers to help promote this program and to help sell items at various events and distribute items as needed. Ongoing.
E-Scrip

There are a number of promotions linked to online purchases that help provide funds to schools. These programs are very similar to SCRIP and vary depending on the sponsor. One of the primary programs is E-Scrip but there are several others.  We need volunteers that can take ownership of programs like this to help our school make the fullest use of them that we can.  Volunteers would be responsible for managing our school’s online presence and promoting the program to parents and students.  Ongoing.
Grantwriting

There are a number of wonderful grants available to groups like ours through the national PTA, foundations and major corporations.  We could use grant money for any number of exciting new projects/programs but we need assistance applying for the grants themselves. Ongoing.
