If this is not possible, the student’s
name will appear at the end of the senior section in a list titled “Portrait Not Available.”




GUIDELINES FOR

DIGITAL IMAGES:

1. IMAGE REQUIREMENTS:

a. RESOLUTION no smaller than 300 dpl (anything smaller will print pixelated,
and we will substitute the student’s school ID photo)

b. SIZE no smaller than 3XD inches
c. FORMAT: .TIFF or .JPG format oNLY

2. NO PROPS (footballs, cars, police crime scene tape, guns, guitars, etc.), HATS,

COSTUMES OR OTHER OBJECTS INCLUDED IN THE PHOTO. If there are these items in
the photo (and yes, we have received such photos in the past), it will be cropped-out, or the
school ID photo will be used.

3. NAME THE FILE LIKE THIS:

LAST NAME.first name.jpg (or .TIFF)

(LAST NAME IN CAPITAL LETTERS)
4. EMAIL PHOTO TO: TuHSYearbook@TTSD.K12.0R.US
IN THE SUBJECT LINE: “Student’s FULL NAME — SENIOR PORTRAIT”
*DO NOT USE ANY PUNCTUATION IN THE FILE NAME
OTHER THAN A PERIOD

GUIDELINES FOR

PRINT PHOTOS:

1. PHYSICAL PAPER DIMENSIONS:

NO SMALLER THAN 4” wide x 5” tall

If a wallet size photograph is submitted, we cannot guarantee the clarity of your photo.

2. NO PROPS. HATS, OR OTHER OBJECTS INCLUDED IN THE PHOTOGRAPH.

3. PRINT FULL LEGAL NAME on THE BACK OF THE PHOTOGRAPH

If YOU ARE GOING TO PRINT A DIGITAL IMAGE AT HOME...STOP!
Instead, simply email the image to us following the guidelines above for digital images
