SCHOOL DRESS CODE

Students are expected to dress appropri-
ately for a school environment at Tualatin 
High School.  The school dress code is:

Students are not to dress as to interfere 
with the schools learning environment or 
threaten the health or safety of any student.

Articles of clothing that advertise or promote the 
use of alcohol, tobacco or drug products, or that 
display sexually suggestive words or pictures 
are not permitted in school since they contra-
dict the mission and curriculum of the district.  

Clothing that is provocative, such as, but not limited to, 
halter-tops, short skirts or shorts above mid-thigh, and 
other articles of clothing that reveal midriff or under-
garments are inappropriate and will not be acceptable.  

Articles of clothing, jewelry, emblems, badges, sym-
bols, signs, bandanas, do-rags, or other objects, that 
are commonly considered evidence of membership or 
affiliation with any gang, are also prohibited in school.

The picture above is worth a thousand words and 
clears up the confusion that can occur for students 
and parents. Please support your students by pur-
chasing clothing that conforms to the dress code.

STUDENT PARKING

Tualatin High School has limited parking due to 
increased enrollment.  Below is a list of parking 
regulations to ensure parking lot safety.  

1)  Student driven vehicles parked in the school lot 
must be registered with the school and display a 
valid parking permit issued from the Student Affairs 
Office.
2)  There must be no speeding or any form of reck-
less driving on school property.  All vehicles must 
be driven 10 miles per hour.
3)  Students may not loiter in parked cars in the 
parking lot at any time of the school day.
4)  Students may park only in the designated areas 
of the south and north lot.
5)  Failure to follow parking regulations may result 
in the loss of parking privileges, booting, and fine 
($30).



ATTENDANCE REMINDER

Students at Tualatin High School are expected to attend all classes and be on time.  Attendance is the first 
indicator in how successful a student will be in a class.  If a student is absent or late to class multiple time 
it can have a negative impact on a student’s understanding of the material.  Talking with your student about 
school and making sure they attend will help your student be successful. 

If you need to excuse your student, you need to do so within 48 hours of their absence.  Please call the at-
tendance hotline at (503) 431-5630 and leave a message stating your students name, ID number, and reason 
for absence.

If the absence is not excused within 48 hours, it will be considered an unexcused absence.

DRUG DOG

Tualatin High School is committed to having a 
safe environment for students to learn.  Drugs 
and Alcohol are prohibited from campus and 
they pose a risk to our student’s safety.

According to School Board Policy Student 
Searches, Questioning and Custody (JFG):

“Property searches may be conducted us-
ing certified search canines including but not 
limited to district property, facilities, parking lots, 
equipment, and buildings. Canines may not be 
used to search students or groups of students 
unless there is a clear and present risk of bodily 
injury or harm to human life based on an indi-
vidualized specific suspicion and only if the ad-
ministrator reasonably believes it is immediate-
ly necessary to recover contraband to protect 
human life.”

CELL PHONE USE 
NOT ALLOWED IN CLASS

Cell phone use during class time is strictly pro-
hibited.  They may be used during non-instruc-
tional times during the school day (before and 
after school, during passing times, during morn-
ing break, and at lunch).  Use during class time 
will result in the cell phone’s confiscation and 
forwarding to the Main Office.  Documentation 
of the incident will be made in the event of re-
peated violations, which will result in disciplin-
ary action.

1st Offense – Confiscated and returned to the 
student at the end of the day.

2nd Offense – Confiscated and returned to the 
parent or guardian.

The Tigard Tualatin School District will continue to use the student information system called eSIS 
for one more year.  eSIS provides a number of services to help schools track student information, 
attendance, and performance.
Of greatest interest to families is an eSIS function called “Parent Assist” (PA).  

The main functions of Parent Assist are…
•	 Grade/Performance Reporting:  Parent Assist allows parents to login and see selected 

portions of a teachers’ gradebooks pertinent to their student.  Information is “real time” 
and available at any time.

•	 Attendance Information:  Parents will be able to see their student’s attendance record.  
This will include absences and tardies by class and the reasons provided.

•	 Information Updating:  Parents will have access to information files concerning con-
tact information, medical alerts, demographic data, etc.  eSIS allows parents to make 
changes online without submitting paperwork to the school.

In the fall, at Back to School Night and conferences, District staff will provide training and access 
codes to parents.  In addition, TuHS “Tech” staff will be able to assist parents as needed to gain 
access and use the services provided by eSIS.

This is the final year TTSD/TuHS will use eSIS.  The district is currently looking at improved op-
tions to report student performance and attendance information.  It is hoped this new system will 
provide additional services like school calendars and assignment posting.  Updates on this new 
system will be provided throughout the year.
