In place of anger, adults can listen to kids in an open, honestoand
threatening manner.

The Twality Safety Team has been lookin g at ways to decrease the traffic and student
congestion in the afternoons. We have 26 buses, many cars, bikes, skateboards and
walkers every afternoon with very limited space. Anyone who has been here at 3:35 pm
knows that 1000+ students exiting to the sam e areas and waiting for transportation
creates a huge bottleneck. We have a new plan developed with assistance from the
district office and First Student. We have ordered new traffic signs and will begin our
new exiting system in a few weeks. We want to m ake sure all students and parents have
time to digest the information and plan for the changes with ample time. Parents and
students will receive further info about the exact start date.

THE CHANGES

Students who ride buses will still exit the school  out the front doors. The first buses will
pull all the way up to 97 ™ Ave. and will be staggered so that there are two rows. All of
the buses will be doubled up and waiting for students. All buses will depart at 3:45 pm.
Staff will be outside to supervise a nd to assist students in finding their buses. First
Student and our SRO, Officer Gaytan will also be on hand to assist the first week we roll
this out. There will no longer be parent pickup from the front parking lot areas

between 3:15pm and 3:45pm. Our bu ses begin arriving after they finish their elementary
routes and the first ones are here by 3:15 pm and will block the driveway. Cars that are
in the school parking areas will not be able to exit until all of the buses have departed. If
you choose to park t o pick up a student you will not be able to leave until all of the buses
have left. There are several areas currently used by parents to pickup students by car.
Some parents wait on 97 th Ave., some on Inez St., and some at Templeton. We will be
instructing students who get picked up to arrange for pickup at Templeton, exiting out
the back of the building.

THINGS TO REMEMBER

¢ The driveway fronting the school will soon change to  one way only

e Cars will only be allowed to enter at the Templeton end and will exit onto 97 t Ave.

¢ Afternoon bus loading and parent pickup locations will change.

e Buses will fill the driveway from the top at 97 ™ all the way back to the Murdock St.
entrance.

e Between 3:15pm and 3:45pm no car traffic will be allowed from the parking lo  ts or
driveways.

e Parents are to pick up their students at Templeton.
