Absences: When your child is absent from school, it is very important that 

you inform the attendance office.  We have a 24-hour attendance line, 503-431-

5221, to leave a message informing us of your childôs absence.  It is essential for 

parents to notify the attendance office regarding student absences 

Late Arrival:   If your child is going to be late, please call attendance or 

send a note.  This will excuse your child, and the student will need to check in at 

the attendance office to sign in and get a pass to class. 

Leaving Early:   When it is necessary to keep an appointment during 

school hours, a note from the parent or guardian must be presented to the 

Attendance Secretary BEFORE school requesting permission to be excused at a 

specific time.  The student will be given a ñspecial BLUE excuseò slip to present 

to the teacher whose class they leave.  Parents must come into the Guidance 

Office and sign out their student.  This is a safety measure that protects your 

student. 

Pre-arranged Absences:  All pre-arranged absences must go through the 

attendance office.  If you know your child will be absent, you may either call 

attendance or send a note and we will give your child a pre-arranged absence 

form to give to his/her teachers to sign. 

Homework Request:  On the morning of the 3rd day of absence, parents 

may call attendance at 503-431-5221 by 10:00 am to request homework.  

Homework should be picked up in the Guidance Office after 3:45p.m. that day.  

For absences of 1 or 2 days, it is the studentôs responsibility to check with their 

teachers regarding missed assignments. 

Please remember to call Twality Attendance #503-431-5221 whenever your 

child is absent.

 Ausencias: Cuando su hijo/a va a estar ausente, es muy importante que 

usted lo informe a la oficina de asistencia.  Tenemos una línea de asistencia las

 Llegadas Tarde: Si su hijo/a va a llegar tarde, favor de llamar a la oficina 

de asistencia o mande una nota.  Esto permitirá que su hijo/a pueda recibir un 

pase de la oficina de asistencia para poder entrar a clase. 

 

 Salidas Temprano: Cuando es necesario mantener una cita durante horas 

escolares, se debe presentar una nota del padre/tutor legal a la Secretaria de 

Asistencia ANTES de  clases, pidiendo permiso para salir de la escuela a una 

hora especifica.  De esa  manera se le dará al estudiante un papel azul para dar al 

maestro de la clase  donde se tendrán que ir. Los padres/tutor legal tienen que 

venir a la Oficina de Orientación a firmar la salida de su hijo/a.  Esta es una 

medida de seguridad que protege a los estudiantes. 

 

 Ausencias de Antemano: Si usted sabe que su hijo/a estará ausente, usted 

debe hablar o mandar una nota firmada a la Oficina de Asistencia.  Nosotros le 

daremos a su    hijo/a una forma para que su hijo/a le de a firmar a sus 

maestro/as.

WOW ð where has this school year gone?!    Now we are at that time of year where we 

start helping each student clear their library accounts of any overdue or lost items or 

fees by continuing to give them verbal and printed reminders.  We also mailed home 

notices.  Starting May 20 each student is only allowed to check out one libr ary book at a 

time (exceptions will be made for books needed for homework on an overnight basis).  If 

your child has misplaced a text or Library book, then you should send in a check for the 

amount and I will hold it until June 17.  If the item(s) donõt show up by that date, then I 

will give the check to our school bookkeeper to deposit.  If you are paying a fee that is 

owed, then that will get deposited earlier.  Your sending the check before June 10, will 

allow me to clear your childõs account so that they will be able to participate in the 

yearbook signing.  ALL  Library books need to be returned by June 10.  

Library volunteers needed  for 2010/2011 school year :  August 30 ð Sept. 2 to help 

get the Library set up and ready for students.  September 8 through  September 30 to 

help get textbooks and Library books checked out to students.

In October with tremendou s participation by you parents the Scholastic Book Fair 

provided approximately $1000 worth of new books.  A portion of this was gifts for 

various Teachersõ classrooms and the rest paid to help update our non-fiction collection 

and get the next book in some  of the Fiction series that students have requested.  

In February our annual Library Coin Drive collected 2,037.90.  This year I asked the 

Principal if we could give a portion of the proceeds to the Red Cross for Haiti relief and 

he agreed.  The information  was put in the school newsletter and students were told 

before the Coin Drive began.  Due to the caring hearts of your children and you, we 

were able to donate $1400.  The remaining $637.90 went into the Library Budget.
